Reality TV.

1. The first reality TV show in the world was called Expedition Robinson and it was shown

in Sweden in 1997. Half the population of the country watced the final episode and a new kind of
TV programme was born. Two years later in Holland , the first series of Big Brother was filmed.
Again , it was a fantastic success and the final programme was watched by 15million people .
There are now more than 20 countries around the world which have Big Brother or Survivor
(Expedition Robinson) on their TV screens. The ordinary people who take part in the
programmes are known by millions of people in their own countries and reality TV has become
big, big business.

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Dental therapeutist puts fillings, inlays and treats gum diseases. He also corrects malocclusion. If
the tooth is too bad, the dental surgeon extracts it. The dental orthopedist makes crowns, bridges
and prosthesis.

We know that dental treatment can cause pain and discomfort. That's why local anesthesia is
used to reduce these unpleasant sensations.

We must take care of our teeth and undergo regular check-ups twice a year.
