The human body is the structure of a human being. It is composed of many different types
of cells that together create tissues and subsequently organ  systems. They
ensure homeostasis and the viability of the human body. It comprises a head, neck, trunk
(which includes the thorax and abdomen) arms and hands, legs and feet. The study of the
human body involves anatomy, physiology, histology and embryology. The body varies
anatomically in known ways. Physiology focuses on the systems and organs of the human
body and their functions. Many systems and mechanisms interact in order to maintain
homeostasis, with safe levels of substances such as sugar and oxygen in the blood. The
body is studied by health professionals, physiologists, anatomists, and by artists to assist
them in their work. The human body is composed of elements including hydrogen,
oxygen, carbon, calcium and phosphorus. These elements reside in trillions of cells and
non-cellular components of the body.

Unit Il .The Skeletal system.

The skeletal system includes all of the bones and joints in the body. Each bone is a complex living
organ that is made up of many cells, protein fibers, and minerals. The skeleton acts as a scaffold by
providing support and protection for the soft tissues that make up the rest of the body. The skeletal
system also provides attachment points for muscles to allow movements at the joints. New blood
cells are produced by the red bone marrow inside of our bones. The skeletal system in an adult body
is made up of 206 individual bones. These bones are arranged into two major divisions: the axial
skeleton and the appendicular skeleton. The axial skeleton runs along the body’s midline axis and is
made up of 80 bones in the following regions:  Skull Hyoid, Auditory ossicles, Ribs, Sternum,
Vertebral column. The appendicular skeleton is made up of 126 bones in the folowing regions:
Upper limbs, Lower limbs, Pelvic girdle, Pectoral (shoulder) girdle.
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Unit I11. The Muscular system.

The muscular systemis anorgan system consisting of skeletal, smooth, and cardiac
muscles. It permits movement of the body, maintains posture and circulates blood
throughout the body. The muscular systems in vertebrates are controlled through the nervous
system although some muscles (such as the cardiac muscle ) can be completely
autonomous. Together with the skeletal system, it forms the musculoskeletal system, which
is responsible for movement of the human body.

Unit IV. The Circulatory system

The circulatory system, also called the cardiovascular system or the vascular system, is
an organ system that permits blood to circulate and transport nutrients (such as amino acids
and electrolytes ), oxygen, carbon dioxide, hormones, and blood cells to and from
the cells in the body to provide nourishment and help in fighting diseases, stabilize
temperature and pH, and maintain homeostasis.

Unit V. The Respiratory system.

The respiratory system (also respiratory apparatus, ventilatory system) is a biological
system consisting of specific organs and structures used for gas exchange in animals
and plants. The anatomy and physiology that make this happen varies greatly, depending on
the size of the organism, the environment in which it lives and its evolutionary history.
In humans and other mammals, the anatomy of a typical respiratory system is
the respiratory tract. The tract is divided into an upper and a lower respiratory tract. The
upper tract includes the nose, nasal cavities, sinuses, pharynx and the part of the larynx
above the vocal folds. The lower tract (Fig. 2.) includes the lower part of the larynx,
the trachea, bronchi, bronchioles and the alveoli.

Unit VI. The Digestive system.

The human digestive system consists of the gastrointestinal tract plus the accessory organs
of digestion (the tongue, salivary glands, pancreas, liver, and gallbladder) Digestion
involves the breakdown of food into smaller and smaller components, until they can be
absorbed and assimilated into the body. The process of digestion has three stages. The first
stage is the cephalic phase of digestion which begins with gastric secretions in response to
the sight and smell of food. This stage includes the mechanical breakdown of food
by chewing and the chemical breakdown by digestive enzymes, that takes place in
the mouth.

Unit VII. Excretory system.

The excretory systemis a passive biological system that removes excess, unnecessary
materials from the body fluids of anorganism, so as to help maintain internal
chemical homeostasis and prevent damage to the body. The dual function of excretory
systems is the elimination of the waste products of metabolism and to drain the body of
used up and broken down components in a liquid and gaseous state. In humans and
other amniotes (mammals, birds and reptiles ) most of these substances leave the body
as urine and to some degree exhalation, mammals also expel them through sweating.

Unit VIII. The Reproductive system.

The reproductive system of an organism, also known as the genital system, is the biological
system made up of all the anatomical organs involved in sexual reproduction. Many non-
living substances such as fluids, hormones, and pheromones are also important accessories
to the reproductive system. Unlike most organ systems, the sexes of differentiated species
often have significant differences. These differences allow for a combination of genetic
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material between two individuals, which allows for the possibility of greater genetic fitness
of the offspring.

Unit IX. The Nervous system.

The central nervous system (CNS) is the part of the nervous system consisting primarily of
the brain and spinal cord. The CNS is so named because it integrates the received
information and coordinates and influences the activity of all parts of the bodies
of bilaterally symmetric animals —i.e., all multicellular animals except sponges and radially
symmetric animals such as jellyfish —and it contains the majority of the nervous system.
The CNS also includes the retina and the optic nerve (cranial nerve Il),as well as
the olfactory nerves (cranial nerve 1) and olfactory epithelium as parts of the CNS,
synapsing directly on brain tissue without intermediate ganglia . As such, the olfactory
epithelium is the only central nervous tissue in direct contact with the environment, which
opens up for therapeutic treatments.

Unit X. Endocrine system.

The endocrine system is a chemical messenger system comprising feedback loops of
the hormones released by internal glands of an organism directly into the circulatory
system, regulating distant target organs. In humans, the major endocrine glands are
the thyroid gland and the adrenal glands. In vertebrates, the hypothalamus is the neural
control center for all endocrine systems. The study of the endocrine system and its disorders
is known as endocrinology. Endocrinology is a branch of internal medicine.

Unit XI. The SKin system.

The skin is the largest organ of the body. In humans, it accounts for about 12 to 15 percent
of total body weight and covers 1.5-2m? of surface area. The human skin (integument) is
composed of at least two major layers of tissue: the epidermis and dermis (The
hypodermis or subcutaneous layer is not part of the skin') The epidermis is the outermost
layer, providing the initial barrier to the external environment. It is separated from the
dermis by the basement membrane. The epidermis contains melanocytes and gives color to
the skin. The deepest layer of epidermis also contains nerve endings. Beneath this, the
dermis comprises two sections, the papillary and reticular layers, and contains connective
tissues, vessels, glands, follicles, hair roots, sensory nerve endings, and muscular tissue.
