A patient can make an appointment with the doctor at the reception himself or over the
telephone. The reception area at a dental clinic is very nice and the atmosphere of this room is
warm and welcoming.

When a patient comes to the dentist for the first time, the doctor asks him some questions about
his present complaints, his dental history and his health in general. He must know if the patient
suffers from any kind of allergy, heart diseases, diabetes and so on.
